Softwar e Upgrades

Pegasus M ail v2.32 for Windows will
beinstalled in the near future (within the
next week or so).

What's new in WinPMail v2.32...

* All windows resizable you can now
resize all the "document” windowsin
the program, which meansin turn that...
* The Maximize button is now enabled
and works normally in all modeless
windows.

* A Recently-used addresses button has
been added to the BCC control in

the Special view of the message editor.

* Horizontal scrollbar in message reader
- added by popular demand

* Tooltips (popup hints) on the toolbar
buttons - added by popular demand

* A new Mark as Read command on the
Special submenu of the Folder menu
when you are browsing afolder - this
allows you to mark messages as read
without actually reading them. No
confirmation of reading is generated (if
requested) when amessage is marked as
read using this command.
