From The Mortem Post
(Newsletter) March 1997

| have had severd inquiries
recently regarding storage
periods for specimens, blocks
and reportsrelating to

Coroner’ s autopsy cases. The
recently published minimum
guiddines of the CAP
(newdetter 39(4), 1996)
recommend that wet tissues be
retained for 8 weeks following
completion of the find report
and that paraffin blocks, dides
and reports be retained for 20
yearsin adult cases and 50 years
in paediatric cases. Inmy view
these are reasonable guiddine
to follow for medica-legd cases
which are not homicides or
crimindly suspicious degths. In
the latter cases, | would

recommend that wet tissues
routinely be retained for a
minimum of two years. The
current policy at the Coroner’s
Officein Toronto isto retain
such tissues for a leadt five
years. Furthermore | would
recommend that al homicide
autopsy, blocks, dides and
reports (including working
notes) be retained for a period
of fifty years.
