- IEESSSS The Canada Foundation
for Innovation (CFl) and
the Ontario R& D
Chdlenge Fund
(ORDCEF), announced by
the federd and provincia governments respectively
in their 1997 budgets, offer Queen's the potentia
for mgor new funding to upgrade buildings and
equipment, attract top researchers and build on
aress of excellence, says Suzanne Fortier,
Vice-Principa (Research).

The federal government's commitment of $800
million to research infrastructure over the next five
years, combined with Ontario's pledge of $500
million to research and development over the next
10 years, have smilar mandates and priorities, she
notes: to cultivate world-class research, to foster
job creation and economic growth, and to
encourage collaboration among research
inditutions and between these indtitutions and the
private sector.

Targeted disciplines by both CFl and ORDCF are
applied and pure sciences, hedth sciences and
environmenta studies (sciences), dthough the
process at Queen's encourages proposals that also
include contributions from the humanities and

socid sciences, where appropriate.

Canada Foundation for Innovation

What isit?

The CH's mandate is to increase the capability of
Canadian univergties, colleges, hospitas and other
digibleinditutions to carry out world-class
scientific research and technology development. To
implement this mandate, the CFl will promote
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innovation by investing in research infrastructure,
jointly with funding partners.

Conditions: Funding partnership with the private
and voluntary sectors, and provincid governments.
Partners must provide 50-60 percent of total
project cost. Funding: $800m up front, with
accrued interest. Targeted areas. Hedlth,
environment, science, enginering.

Who isdigible: Canadian universties, colleges,
hospitals and other non-profit organizations that
have demondtrated their capability to support and
conduct research.
