The KGH Connection

Thefind report of the Health Services
Restructuring Commission (HSRC) for the
Hastings and Prince Edward Counties was released
in April. Of ggnificancefor us wasamgor
amendment to the HSRC's Notice of Intention
(February 1998) which would have consolidated all
hospitd |aboratory servicesin the Quinte digtrict
into the new corporation. It made no reference to
the outreach program provided by the Queen's
Academic Hedlth Sciences Centreto dl three
hospitals. Part of the response to theinitia report
included written representation from Queen's
Department of Pathology (submitted by Dr. Sandip
SenGupta), at the request of Prince Edward
County Memorid Hospital adminigtrator and chief
of gaff, concerning the shortsghtedness of this
decison. Our submission highlighted the success
of the regiond outreach laboratory programin
Prince Edward County in particular and noted
how the program aready meets many of the
objectives of the Ministry of Hedth's |aboratory
sarvicesreform drategy asthey rdate to
development of an integrated regiona laboratory
system which has filiation with an academic
hedth sciences centre for diffuson of medicd,
scientific and technicd  expertise into the
community. The HSRC reviewed this and other
related submissions and made changes thet are
reflected in its directions and advice to the three
hospitals. Specificdly, initsfind report, the
HSRC is"directing the hospitds (Belleville,
Trenton, Picton) to participate in a broader
regiona plan, rather than alocal Hastings-Prince
Edward plan, that dso involves the hospitasin
Frontenac, Lennox & Addington, Leeds &
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Grenville, and Lanark counties. Thiswill ensure
that savings from consolidated services can be
maximized at dl gtes’. The HSRC has further
directed that "afacilitator be gppointed by July 31,
1998 to asss dl of the region's hospitals to
develop and begin implementing by

October 31, 1998 aplan for the hospital |aboratory
and pathology servicesin Hastings and Prince
Edward counties thet is consistent with the
directions of the Ministry of Hedlth's Laboratory
Reform Strategy”. Though the time frame istight,
this good news should be viewed as an exciting
opportunity for usto be ableto participatein a
process that leads to enhancement of the clinical
sarvices that we provide to the hedlth care
providers and their patients throughout the region.

Hedlth expertsrepeat Web  warning
April 28, 1998, 8:40 p.m. PT

WASHINGTON--Medical experts said today that
the Internet can be a vauable source of hedth

information but again warned thet it can dso lead
consumers dangeroudy asiray.

The Hedth and Human Services Department said
it ismaking its own Web ste easer to use and
warned Internet usersto beware of the information
they find online

While some doctors and patients are taking
advantage of the medium's wedlth of medica
information, the safety of online hedth advice and
drug promotions has raised concerns among
regulatory agencies.

"Unfortunately there is no Michdin Guide to the
hedth information superhighway," the HHS said in
a statement, echoing concerns voiced for more
than ayear. The department launched a new
verson of its hedlth Web sSte at a conference on
Internet hedlth Stes here.

It dso recommended afew smple questions for
people to ask of other sites. "Who is the sponsor?
Do they have abias? Are they trying to sl
something? Where does the content itsalf come
from?Who isthe authority behind it?

"It's exponentia, the amount of crap out there,"
agreed Jennifer Wayne-Doppke, who edits the
monthly newdetter Medicine on the Net and
consults on Internet issues. "Consumers are
completely at sea. They tend to believeif itson the
Internet, it'strue.”

People do not dways understand how much the
source of information matters, she said. For
example, a Ste about ear, nose, and throat surgery
will concentrate on surgica answersto problems.

"The pharmaceutica companies arered culprits
when it comesto that sort of information,” she
sad. "Whileit might look to be objective, it
probably is not."

She added: "I tell people to ook for academic
gtes. Anything with an .edu domain is probably
safe" she said, referring to Sites run by educationa
inditutions.

Surgeon Generd David Satcher said the
government should help make sure people get the
right information. "If we want people to make
sound decisons about saying hedthy and
managing thar hedth care, we must give them
easy accessto the information they need,” Satcher
said a anews conference.

He said the Internet could be a good resource.
"We dl know that there just isn't enough timein
the doctor's office to say and hear--and especidly
to understand--al the information that needs to be
exchanged. The more difficult the diagnoss, the
harder it isfor apatient or family member to listen
to the detals," the HHS statement added.
