Congratulations to Dr. David Lillicrap who

has just been awarded a Queen’ s University
Prize for Excdlence in Research for 2001. Our
nominating letter explains why there was unanimous
support on the Queen’s Research Advisory Committee in
support of David.

Re: Prizefor Excdlencein Research - Dr. David
Lillicrap

We nominate Dr. David Lillicrap, a Professor in
the Department of Pathology, for the 2001 University
Prize for Excdlence in Research.

Dr. Lillicrgp’ sresearch focus is the molecular
genetic investigation of hemostasi's predominantly related
to the interactions amongst Factors V11 and IX and von
Willebrand Factor (VWF). Deficienciesin these proteins
are the causes of humankind’s most common bleeding
disorders. Dr. Lillicrap’s work since 1985 has probed the
basic genetic mechanisms regulating the expression of
these proteins. One of his mgor achievements includes
the recent ducidation of the complex mechanisms that
regulate transcription of the Factor VIII gene. These
studies documented the critical role of hepatocyte nuclear
factor binding and the synergigtic activation role of two
leucine zipper transcription factors. Dr. Lillicrap and his
collaborator, Dr. Chris Mudller, have aso clarified the
developmenta regulation of Factor 1X gene expression.
They have ducidated the synergistic interaction between
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severd transcription factors and the role of androgens
in transactivation of Factor IX expresson. These
indghts have been published in the pre-eminent
journds of this research areaincluding: Nature
Genetics, Blood, Thrombosis and Hemostasis, and
DNA & Cell Biology.

Dr. Lillicrap’ s research work extends from the
regulatory control of the genes of the most important
proteins involved in hemogtasis and thrombosis to the
clinic. Hisintimate knowledge of the dinica
dimensions of this area have led to gppropriatdy
targeted trandationd and clinically applied research
including two exciting and innovative aress. One
involves gene therapy srategies for hemophilia A,
which is caused by a deficiency in Factor VIII. Dr.
Lillicrgp cloned the canine Factor V111 gene from our
hemophiliac dog colony and he is actively involved in
the development of avariety of gene therapy Srategies
for HemophiliaA. Thiswork is generoudy funded by
the Canadian Hemophilia Society and by collaborative
contracts with major United States biotechnology
groups including Genetic Thergpy Inc. and Bayer. Dr.
Lillicrap’steam has achieved effective short term
insertion and expression of the canine Factor V1|
genein canine and murine hepatocytes and isin the
process of using more sophisticated new vira vectors
with the promise of effective long term therapy.

The other expanding area of Dr. Lillicrap’s
research relates to molecular epidemiologic sudies on
gendtic variaions (polymorphisms) in the regulation of
VWF which is of increasing clinicd rdevance. Some
of these genetic variations lead to an increase in VWF
expresson with a corresponding increased
adhesiveness of platelets and enhanced thrombus
formation. Dr. Lillicrap has been involved in severd
large internationd studies evauating avariety of risk
factors related to ischemic heart disease with
particular attention to a specific VW genotype which
is associated with increased plasmalevels of the
protein. This exciting work, now in its early phases,
has the promise of eucidating srategies for the
detection of high risk individuds for venous
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thrombosis and coronary artery disease and devel opment
of preventive Srategies.

The success of Dr. Lillicrap’ s basic research
program is atested to by his continued funding by multiple
agencies including the CIHR/Medica Research Council
(having obtained a second CIHR grant this past year), the
Heart and Stiroke Foundation, the Canadian Hemophilia
Society, Bayer/Canadian Red Cross and severad magjor
biotechnology contracts. His current level of annud peer-
reviewed operational funding is approximately $750,000.
In both 1998 and 1999 he published six papers and an
additiond five have been published in 2000. An additiona
SX papers are to be submitted in the next 3 months. Most
are in prominent journas with high impact factors,
incdluding the Journal of Biological Chemistry.

This past year Dr. Lillicrap established the
Nationa Hemophilia Mutation Testing Program with
funding from Hedlth Canada and became the recipient of
the Cecil Harris Award from the Canadian Hemophilia
Society for “ Services to the Hemophilia Community”.
Internationaly Dr. Lillicrap is widely recognized for his
work and has been invited to multiple internationa
symposa. Inthelast three years this has included Japan,
Europe and the United States. In Canada, he isthe
nationa expert on VWF and currently servesasa
Chairperson of the Heart and Stroke Foundation of
Canada committee on thrombosis and atherosclerosis and
begins his second term on the CIHR Experimentd
Medicine Pandl.

Through his ability to combine an excdllent basic
biomedica research program with expertisein the
development of novel, gene-based therapeutics for the
trestment of human clotting diseases, Dr. Lillicrgp is
poised to fundamentally advance our ability to successfully
treat these disorders. David Lillicrap is one of Canada's
best exemplars of abasic science physiciav/scientist and is
most worthy of recognition by Queen’s University for
excelencein research.”

David is the sxth member of our Department to
win Queen’ s most prestigious award for research, a
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number which exceeds that of any other department in
the universty. Next month we ll give a synopsis of
our departmental past awardees and some
perspective on their achievements.

The department has a hedlthy tradition of
regularly rotating a variety of university and hospita
adminigrative repongbilities.

L oisMulligan, the Head of our Graduate
Committee for the last 3 years has guided us through
the early and mid stages of the faculty reorganization
of the Graduate Program and improving our
adminigrative process. Our program isincreasngly
successful in attracting excdllent students and has a
higher proportion of externdly funded avards and
PhD studentsthan we haveinthepast. Peter Greer
succeeded Loisas of July 1, 2001.

L ois Shepherd is stepping down as the Chief
of Service of our Divison of Hematopathology. Lois
continues to act as the Head of Blood Bank. Over
thelast five years Lois has maintained the
extraordinary culture of collegidity within the group
and implemented the complex integration of
hematopathology with dinica chemistry within the
Core Laboratory and the Hotel Dieu Laboratory into
the Kingston Hospitals Laboratory at KGH. Asof
October 1 Loiswill be succeeded by Dilys Rapson.

Sherry Taylor will dso be stepping down as
of October 1 asthe Chief of Service of Laboratory
Genetics and will be continuing on as a Director of
DNA Diagnogtics. Sherry has guided usin the
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integration of al laboratory genetics services on Douglas 4
and has played amgjor role in the province in developing
the Predictive Cancer Genetics Program. Sherry will be
succeeded by Karen Harrison, Head of Clinica

Cytogenetics.

Work-Study Program

We are writing to inform you of amgor change to the
Work-Study Program.  Beginning with the
2001/2002 Fal/Winter version, students employed
under the provisions of the program will be paid
$10.00 per hour. Currently students earn $8.00 per
hour.
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The maximum entitlement for each student (over two
terms) will remain unchanged a $2,000 as will the
subsidy formula (the hiring department provides 25% of
the sdlary, Student Awards provides the remaining 75%).

Asareault of this change sudents with afull entitlement
($2,000) will need to work only 200 hoursto earn it
rather than 250 hours under the current compensation
scheme.

The new sdary has been implemented in response to
severd factors.

- The rate of pay has not been increased since 1994
despite increasesin tuition and the cost of  living,

- Students in some faculties find it difficult to work the
number of hours required to make maximum use of the
entitlement,

- Some employersfind it difficult to employ students for
the full 250 hours.

In addition to making it alittle eeser for sudentsto earn
their full entitlement we anticipate thet this change will have
asmdl but positive impact on the tota number of positions
available for students on campus.

i Canoeing eastward along the shores of Lake Ontario from
E Adolphustown, past gargantuan paatial modern houses, one arrives at a

- nearly dl lighthouses are now. Slightly obscured by the trees on the shore, is

SRS asubstantial limestone building quite out of place to the dwellings nearby.

Closer ingpection show it to be aformidable structure - double walled, the

outer limestone, the inner brick with semicircular windows, aso double-barred on the east and west Sdes. The
limestone was imported by ship from Kingston and resembles many of our gaols, court houses and University and
RMC buildings. The structure iswdl maintained - recently pointed stone work and a nearby ladder awaits the tingmith
for aminor roofing repair. The grass around is freshly mown, and an elegant cast-iron fence surrounds an estimated
two acre plot. Over the portico isthe name "Allison Mausoleum 1823, and peering through the cobwebs one can
just seethetiers of Allison family members remains.

Thelocd history was of the origind Alison who made his fortune in the lumber businessin Michigan in the
early 1800's. He owned, a onetime, nearly haf the county which included a subgtantid farm. A large mansion, which
now houses the United Empire Loydist Museum at the St. Lawrence River Park a Adolphustown, was aso built by
him. Descendants representing grest-great-great etc-sons still resdein the area

Thelink to Queen’s would seem tenuous at best, but legend hasiit that the difficulty in obtaining bodies for
anatomic dissection led medica studentsto extraordinary lengths and distances in the search for suitable "materid.”
The bars on the west-facing window of the Mausoleum are bent wide enough to alow a body through. Coincidently,
one of the Alison "Greats' was aphysician in training a Queen’sin the late 1800's and the thesis was that he would be
peculiarly fore-warned to recent buridsin the family crypt. The bent bars gave evidence to a body-snatching attempt
by medica students from Queen's. (They were caught as legend has it, before the body got to Kingston).

What a contrast today’ s Class of 2005! What adventures have they missed? Gone are the midnight
marauding of loca cemeteries and family crypts Neither Anatomy nor Pathology seem quite as exciting and, certainly,
not as encouraging of illega acts. Perhgps we have become too staid with the passage of years, but it does reflect on
the evolution and maturity of Pathology over the past double century, that we do not have to search out our specimens
for teaching in quite the same way. | see through my open office door another cart of Pathology materiel headed
toward the lab drawn, not by ahorse, but by aLab Aide. Y es, indeed, times have changed.

Small
group orientation sessons are not advised due to limited space.

Asfor generd Orientation Guiddines, it is advisable to use an up right stance as the alignment of the roomismore
vertical then horizontal. A variety of technical problems are associated with a crouching or crawling gpproach and a poor
evauation will ensue.

Comment:

Despite Orientation sessions, Residents may not be able to distinguish between the sink and the toilet. Previous
College Surveyshaveresulted in Minor Recommendationsand, in afew cases, Conditiona Programme Approva
because of weaknesses in boththe Training and the Eva uation of this mgor component of the Core Programme.
A recent survey has, however, shown an unexplained trend that shorter residents have asignificantly higher leve
of compliance than taller residents (P>0.00001). Therewas no difference between thetwo sexes. Further, taller
resdents (> 6'4") had a50 percent fallurerate. Additiond studies are clearly necessary and research funds have
been sought through the MOHL TC following a serendipitous observation that a Smilar trend may be occurring
amongst ambulatory patients.

Innovative, enhanced, and focussed education on the use and safe operation of the facilitiesis clearly warranted.

The Manud of Goa'sand Objectives should be availablein each washroom. It must be updated each year by the
Programme Director. Residents must indicate that they have read the contents by asignature sheet insgde the front cover.
Appropriately certified operators and educators must be listed, annudly recertified, and identified by beeper numbersfor
usein an emergency. Senior Resdents or Pathology Assstants may act as guides in the operation of the facility.

Documentation of the number of vidts, times, and volumes for each resident are required to ensure digibility for
both the Roya College Certification Process and the American Boards.

After eachthree month rotation, apractical and ora examination supervised and given by Senior Pathologistswill
beadministered. Evauation of performance and identification of percel ved weaknesses, strengths, or areasfor futurestudy
will beidentified to the resdent in an interactive forum. For each floor of thefacility, an Ombudsperson will be appointed
to ded with resolution issues.

ITERswill be modified before the next Interim Review to provide an evauative toal.

Future Consder ations

Use of computerized teaching tools have not been maximaly used inthisarea. Excdlent software programmes,
CDs, and Interactive Teaching Programmes can be applied idedly with minima facility modification (usualy agrounded
electrical receptacle). Intheabsenceof on-gte Teaching Programmes, aBeta-testing version of softwaremay beavailable
soon through the Roya College with associated Maintenance of Certification points attributable on the basis of 1 point per
1 hour of CME (equivaent to 1 hour of WCOT ... Water Closet Occupation Time).

A certification for Special Competence isunder consderation. Base requirement would include Certification
in General Pathology plus 5 years of satisfactory performance in a Regiona or Academic Centre. Candidates with
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Anatomic Pathology, Neuropathology, and Haematopathology Certification will require an additiona year of resdency
a an gpproved University Training Programme (see Registrar for details).
